Science


Animals including humans.


A focus on how animals have offspring that grow into adults and how children have changed since they were babies. We  will find out about dinosaurs, discovering what dinosaurs looked like, ate, needed to survive and why they are no longer here. 








Maths


Reception: This term we will be finding out what they children already know about number. We will be playing counting games, counting objects and learning to recognise and write numbers.


Year 1: We are focusing on key skills this term, looking at numbers to 10, counting, sorting, grouping and writing numbers and words.

Reception: This term we will be listening to a wide variety of books about dinosaurs. We will talk about the stories, retell them using words, actions and pictures and begin mark –making and letter formation.





Year 1: We will focus on key skills including spaces between words, punctuation and checking it makes sense. Linked to our topic we will write letters and information books about dinosaurs.
